My name is Lisa Johnson.  I wanted to let you know “That’s The Ticket” has been a Godsend for our family during this deployment.  We were getting to the point in this separation that we were running out of steam, sometimes feeling like we couldn't go any longer in our situation.  And then we started using the ticket game.  My kids are now motivated and "re-charged", able to make it through this deployment.
What I like about the game is that I don't have to argue with the kids.  I give them tickets when they do something they should do, and they give me tickets when they DON'T!  It takes the arguments and reasoning (which never works with kids) out of the equation.  And they are so excited about saving up tickets for the things that they want!  My five year-old daughter was the first one to earn a big prize, a jewelry box.  My ten year-old son has saved 325 tickets and is working towards 500 to earn a Game Boy SP.  My eight year-old daughter is working towards that goal as well.

Having only one parent in the home is a hard thing.  The ticket game really saved the day.  But even in a two-parent home, like my sister's... who purchased the game as well... the ticket game has really been a help, a motivation and wonderful positive reinforcement for the kids.
I would hope that every military family who is trying to survive deployment would have the opportunity to be rejuvenated with "That's The Ticket!" game.  Thank you so much!
